	1. Public Hearings
	Meet at a specified place and time for individuals to communicate/discuss issues.   Allows for wide/broad response.


	
	
	

	2. Focus Groups
	Group meetings with various targeted groups (i.e., principals, parents, etc.).  Useful in either exploring new issues (i.e., before doing a broader survey) or in interpreting themes (i.e., after a survey and in review of survey results).  Focus groups are routinely used to develop appropriate wording for messages.


	
	
	

	3. Personal Interviews
	One on one interview (in person or via telephone) with selected individuals.  More in depth than focus groups; can be very expensive and slow to complete.


	
	
	

	4. Survey via US Mail
	Mail survey to selected individuals and/or group of individuals.
